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Project Overview

The purpose and need of the GAP Initiative is to decrease the number of high school graduates who are required to take developmental studies classes as a result of failing one or more sections of the ASSET exam. Over 49% of the students entering Savannah Technical College have to take one or more developmental classes. By testing high school sophomores, we can determine who is deficient in what areas (writing, reading, or numerical) and encourage the students to begin remedial efforts immediately.

The goals of the project are to:

· Make school officials, students, and parents aware of the deficiencies that exist.

· Identify students who fail one or more sections of the ASSET exam.

· Diagnose the specific basic skills that need improvement by administering the Compass Exam.

· Encourage high schools to provide remediation at their campuses as well as offer remediation at Savannah Tech’s campus(s).

The final projected outcome will be to decrease the number of high school graduates needing developmental studies from 49% to 35% the first year of the project.
