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Project Overview

Project NETS is a program that seeks to aid special population students in the completion of vocational and technical education programs that lead to nontraditional training and employment. The College intends to provide support and information to students and the community about nontraditional programs at both its main and branch campuses.

Project NETS, is needed to increase enrollment in, retention in and graduation from nontraditional programs. This goal can be accomplished by targeting recruitment efforts for underrepresented populations. In addition, increased data capturing, counseling and support services for special population students will aid in their retention. 

South Georgia Tech in its Four Year Plan seeks to remedy its low percentage of special populations’ outcomes. Goals for fiscal years 2001 to 2004 include activities that would lead to positive results. These activities could be realized by providing services of support and community awareness through Project NETS. This would allow the College to continue to increase its nontraditional enrollment and provide well-trained highly skilled credentialed individuals for employers within its six-county service delivery area and the State of Georgia.

Technical Colleges throughout the State of Georgia would easily be able to replicate such a project by following listed activities provided within this plan. Project coordinator will provide training to consortia members across the state. After the first year of increased services through Project NETS, data will be assessed as to the success or failure rate. Data is analyzed annually through the performance and accountability one-year funding process.
