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Project Overview

The purpose of this project is to enable Southeastern Technical College to better support entrepreneurship as a career option for graduates through the development of a resource manual that can be utilized by college faculty and staff in counseling and working with students who have an interest in creating their own job opportunities. 

It is recognized that entrepreneurial development and job creation activities are of significance to all technical colleges, but are of particular importance to technical colleges located in rural areas of the state where local employment options available to graduates are limited.  For many technical college graduates, entrepreneurship represents a valid career option.  

Improved support of entrepreneurship exploration and development can impact placement rates through job creation; build interest in technical college training among prospective students; increase parental support of the pursuit of a technical college education; improve student retention rates; and foster increased loyalty and dedication to the college through alumni that have created successful enterprises as a result of the support and assistance they received as students and recent graduates of the college.

While the importance of supporting entrepreneurial development is recognized, many technical college faculty and staff lack the knowledge required to effectively assist students in exploration of entrepreneurial opportunities and in the business development process itself.  This project will provide a critical resource for these faculty and staff, and will directly impact the ability of the college to increase graduate placement through assisting and supporting students in creating opportunities for self-employment. 

Materials developed through this project will not only be of value to Southeastern Technical College, but will also be of value to other technical colleges throughout the State of Georgia that are seeking to enhance their entrepreneurship development efforts.
