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Project Overview

The purpose of this project is to provide an on-line instructional delivery system for a free Pre-ASSET Workshop to prepare prospective students for the exam.

There is strong evidence that there is a need to decrease the “gap” between the ability of prospective technical college students to graduate from high school and attain program ready ASSET scores thus enabling them to enroll in their program of choice.  At Southwest Georgia Technical College during fiscal year 2000, 36% of high school students made appropriate scores to enter their desired program of study.  This gap is also evident for our special pops students where an average of 53% made program ready ASSET test scores. 

The benefits of this project will be evidenced through a prepared prospective student who will score better on the admissions exam.  This will lessen the percentage of high school and special pops students not making program ready scores on the ASSET exam.
