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Project Overview

Purpose

The purpose of this project is to strengthen the guarantee to employers by improving the competency-referenced test bank system.  The delivery of the test bank system will be changed from a paper and pencil system to computerized delivery.  The current system will also be updated from DOS to Windows, will be networked, and software will be changed from WordPerfect 5.2 to Microsoft Word.  These changes will:  (1) provide a way to give exams in computer labs, (2) update the test banks from the instructor's desktop computer and (3) share the system with other Georgia technical colleges.
Need

Faculty at this technical college have expressed the need for this program to improve the efficiency of the delivery of test bank exams.  Faculty from other Georgia technical colleges have expressed the desire to have the ability to share the test bank system.  With programs having the same course numbers, course descriptions, credit hours and competencies, it would be beneficial for the faculty at all Georgia technical colleges to have the ability to share in the development of the test bank and use the exams from the test bank.
Goal/Objective(s)

The project goals are to update the non-networked, DOS based, WordPerfect 5.2 test bank system to a networked, Windows based, Microsoft Word system that will allow:  students to take exams on computers;  share this system with other Georgia technical colleges; faculty update of test bank from their office computers;  reduce test printing costs;  strengthen security of tests;  efficiency and immediacy in grading and analysis;  competency analysis;  curriculum improvement;  and analysis of graduates sent for training under the warranty.
Final Projected Project Outcome(s)

Final project outcomes include:  the use of the test bank system at one other technical college; sharing the test bank software with all Georgia technical colleges; site license of the testing software provided to ten of the Georgia technical colleges; providing information on building test banks at individual technical colleges; analyzing the competencies mastered or not mastered by graduates sent for retraining under the warranty; and project guidebook.
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
