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Project Overview

Purpose

The college would like to expand further educational on-line opportunties to additional students in the Allied Health/Public Service field. The purpose of the FY 2003 TI²P project will be to provide Emergency Medical Technician (EMT)/Paramedic students with the option of taking some specific lecture/classroom courses on-line and to provide web-enhanced instruction to other EMT/Paramedic selected courses.
Need

There is a shortage of paramedics in the state. Feedback from EMT/Paramedic students and state and national associations supports the need to develop and pilot on-line EMT/Paramedic and web-enhanced courses. No other college in the state or the nation offers an on-line option for any of the courses in the EMT/Paramedic training program. The proposed project has the support of both the National Registry of Emergency Medical Technicians and the Georgia Department of Human Resources' Office of Emergency Medical Services. 
Goal/Objective(s)

The goal of the FY 2003 TI²P project will be to increase the ability of our  students to apply learning more successfully in the real world.  The objective of the project is to provide EMT/Paramedic students with the option of taking some specific courses on-line and to provide web-enhancement to other EMT/Paramedic selected courses that will reduce the amount of travel to and from campus for both urban and rural students. The use of different technologies can encourage active learning and tend to fall in three categories: tools and resources for learning by doing, time-delayed exchange, and real-time converstion.
Final Projected Project Outcome(s)

The outcomes for this project for the period ending June 30, 2003 will be the development of two on-line EMT/Paramedic courses and three web enhanced EMT/Paramedic courses. Besides the tangible development of the five courses, other "best practices" outcomes sought for this grant project include: (1) expansion of instructor/student contact; (2) development of student collaboration through email and chat rooms; (3) improvement of immediacy of instructor student feed back

(4) delivery of active learning techniques; (5) increased time on task; and (6) added flexibility for diverse learning styles.
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
