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Project Overview

Purpose

The purpose of this project is to train instructors to recognize multiple learning styles of students and to apply appropriate strategies, resources, and techniques.  The emphasis is to enhance abilities of students to learn by giving due consideration to their different learning styles.  Recognizing these learning styles and applying appropriate methods of instruction provide a foundation for improving instructional effectiveness.  
Need

The overall need considered by this project is the lack of professional development of instructors in recognizing multiple learning styles of students.  Instructors may also not be able to apply methods to accommodate the learning styles.  Further, an improved rate in retaining students is a need to be analyzed as the impact of multiple learning styles is addressed. 
Goal/Objective(s)

The primary goal is to improve the understanding of multiple learning styles as well as to improve associated classroom instructional strategies, resulting in enhanced learning for all students and also in student success.

Final Projected Project Outcome(s)
The primary goal is to improve the understanding of multiple learning styles as well as to improve associated classroom instructional strategies, resulting in enhanced learning for all students and also in student success.
A guidebook for replication of the project by other technical colleges is the project’s final product.  The guidebook is to contain an intensive plan for professional development, providing training sessions for classroom instructors in 1) strategies for recognizing/identifying multiple learning styles; 2) the understanding of multiple intelligences; 3) strategies for teaching multiple learning styles in the classroom with emphasis on laboratory activities that promote student success and retention; 4) support for instructors in implementing these strategies for teaching students with multiple learning styles, resulting in better instructional techniques for all students; 5) improved advisement for all students; 6) improvement of communications between instructors and students; and 7) better understanding of assistive technology and how to incorporate this technology into the classroom.

In addition, projected student outcomes to be contained in the guidebook include 1) learned skills that enable students to compensate for deficits in the classroom while capitalizing on given strengths; 2) increased independence; 3) better career planning and job retention skills; 3) better self-advocacy skills; 4) better understanding of learning styles for the student’s personal style of learning; and 5) enhanced self-confidence, yielding greater participation in such settings as work, school, home, and leisure.
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
