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Project Overview

Purpose

The purpose of this project is to develop three web-enhanced allied health course tutorials using Blackboard.
Need

The College has experienced tremendous growth in enrollment in the past three years and has had to hire numerous adjunct faculty to teach most of the allied health classes.  The Technical Studies Division has found that a large percentage of students in the allied health programs need additional learning tools to be successful; particularly for content reinforcement in the areas of anatomy and physiology and medical terminology.  Due to the level of difficulty and time intensity of the initial courses in the allied health programs, many students do not persist due either to withdrawals, drops, or failures (grades of “W”, “D”, or “F”).  Based on analysis of Fall FY02 and FY03 data obtained from the Office of Admissions, the allied health programs lose approximately 25% (overall) of their students in the first semester of the program with a range for individual courses being from 10% to 50%.  Due to the level of difficulty and time intensity of the initial courses in the allied health programs, many students leave through withdrawals, drops, or failures.

Goal/Objective(s)

1.  To improve and expand the allied health curriculum by providing additional educational resources. 

Objective: Develop student tutorials that will assist in the learning process.

2.  To improve student academic and vocational attainment.


Objective: Decrease the number of student withdrawals, drops, and failures by 10%.
