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Project Overview

  
Purpose

The goal of this project is to career assess all students enrolled in college success classes and to assist them in developing an academic/career plan.  The college success classes are comprised mainly of those students who are required to take 096 and 097 level English and math classes.  This process will aid these students in establishing a course of action that will result in their completing their program of study and in obtaining job skills that will increase their employability.  By completing this process, our college expects to see an increase in the retention of these students.

Need

It has become apparent in our college success classes that a large number of students are not confident about their program choice or are unclear about what their program choice entails and about the career opportunities that result.  During college success class activities, students engage in career exploration activities, and, as a result, they often question the appropriateness of their program choice.  These students need career guidance to ensure that they are placed in the most appropriate programs.  Also, academic/career plans need to be prepared for these students to ensure that they know exactly what educational activities will be required to complete these goals.
Currently, our technical college has a need for assessment tools that address the needs of low readers or others with developmental challenges and that assess the work related aptitudes needed to be successful on the job.  The ti²p grant will be used to purchase assessment instruments and other career resources that are appropriate for these purposes.

Goal/Objective(s)

The goal of this project is to retain students in programs of study at our technical college and to ensure that students are in the most appropriate programs early in their educational experience.  Those students at risk academically will receive career advisement early in their enrollment and will be assisted with the development of an academic/career plan that will aid them in identifying the steps needed to meet their career goals.
Final Projected Project Outcome(s)
As a result of this project, students will be placed in the appropriate program of study.  There should also be an increase in our college’s graduation rate and in the number of individuals available to meet the employment needs of business and industry. 
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
