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Project Overview

  
Purpose

DeKalb Technical College proposes to implement a Student Success Center, which will provide students with academic and technical assistance through a variety of computerized and individual tutorial services.  Identification of academically at-risk students, providing customized tutoring for remediation and specialized assistance in areas such as career planning, study skills, time management, planning and coping skills will enhance student retention and improve the level of student attainment of academic and Vocational-technical skill proficiencies.
Need

While individual faculty provide elements of learning support services necessary for student success, there is no centralized support unit or area to serve the entire student population. The current area in which students can work to enhance their skills is inadequate in size, capabilities, personnel, and resources, thus limiting the scope of services provided to our students.  There is a critical need for a centralized support unit that affords day, evening and weekend students the use of course-related software packages and access to information gathering tools, and tutorial services. The Student Success Center will offer these services to the students in a quiet, professional environment conducive to learning.

Goal/Objective(s)

The goals of the Student Success Center are to optimize Learning Support resources, improve the quality and access of these resources by centralizing and enhancing services available, and thus improve Student retention and successful attainment of academic and technical skill proficiencies.
