Purpose

The Career Training Center (CTC) will help center will help enhance the development of the skills necessary for career searching, interviewing, networking, setting job objectives and goals, dressing for success, as well as writing resumes, cover letters, and completing job applications. Furthermore, the CTC can assist in meeting the benchmarks set for the one-year funding application.
Need

A CTC is needed to provide professional consultation, support for dislocated worker, career changers, all students to include nontraditional students, and retirees. An individualized form of assistance will help the students and community to find the right career choice. Many secondary and postsecondary students are finding themselves without the ability to make appropriate career choices, and many who may lack the ability to research what career would provide satisfaction. Few people can afford to pay for a professional interest inventory. Although the Internet dramatically increases the access individuals have to resources and services for career planning, these resources vary in quality and appropriateness for the user. Most individuals will be better served if they seek assistance from a professional CTC. The need for this service is also considered necessary to assist our nontraditional students, and Hispanic population, who are growing at a significant rate.  Furthermore, the unemployment rate in the community is extremely high due to the economic recession.

Goal/Objective(s)

The goal of this project will be to decrease student program changes. The CTC will also help individuals make career choices that lead to economic self sufficiency as well as personal and career satisfaction and to assist clients in adapting to society’s rapidly changing demands. The CTC will assist in the enrollment of nontraditional and Hispanic students in the next fiscal year. New and specific approaches to attracting, educating, and placing dislocated workers in careers will be utilized.
Final Projected Project Outcome(s)
