Purpose

Project ”ADVISEMENT” is designed to help “boost, charge, and energize” students into initiating routes to their own success.  Its purpose is to improve our “First Year Experience” offerings by providing AN OPPORTUNITY for students to ensure success during their first year at our technical college.  THIS initiative will provide an ADVISEMENT DESK, which will assist students as they attempt to understand test scores, developmental studies course sequences, and program requirements.  
Need

1,037 (UNDUPLICATED COUNT AND 14% OF TOTAL ENROLLMENT OF 7,169 AS PUBLISHED IN THE DRAFT DTAE FY03 EOY REPORT) students at our college were enrolled in 096 and 097 classes during FY03; 69% of those passed. 21% of our total student body was classified “developmental.”  These students, upon entering the college, continuously ask for two things: thorough and proper advisement and a channel from which to study for the COMPASS.  Project “ADVISEMENT” will help these students by providing an advisement center, which will assist them as they begin to understand the educational processes involved in achieving their goals.  Since Academic and Vocational Attainments 1P1 and 1P2 were not passed in FY2001 and FY2002, THIS addition to our “First Year Experience” will help the college with these attainments.

Goal/Objective(s)

Project “ADVISEMENT’S” goal is to serve the academically disadvantaged AS WELL AS OTHER STUDENTS NEEDING ACADEMIC ASSISTANCE by assisting in advisement and early-on remediation, which will help students in their mission to SUCCEED in the college’s program courses.  
Final Projected Project Outcome(s)
· 100% of all students who test into developmental studies sequences will be advised of assessment opportunities, of course sequences, exit exam requirements, program restrictions, and course loads.  
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
