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Project Overview

  
Purpose

This project’s purpose is to utilize technology in an innovative and creative way to strengthen the academic and vocational/technical skills of students.  Students will be immersed in a revolutionary approach to learning and improving job readiness skills, to mastering complex curricula-centered concepts, and to acquiring state-mandated information specific to their career fields through short-term, intense exposure to “learning objects” and through 24/7 access to streaming media and customized resource materials. Professional development activities, designed to help faculty members more fully integrate technology into their curricula, will be made available. 
Need
The primary needs that this project addresses are the geographical separation of faculty members and students dispersed among satellite campuses; the mandate to operate more efficiently with less duplication of effort and with fewer resources, and the requirement to offer educational services “on demand” from constituencies who are becoming more technologically sophisticated and who seek 24/7 access to those services.  In essence, there is an overwhelming need to take a holistic approach to instructional technology-- meshing instruction with technology in a multi-dimensional educational environment in which both teaching and learning are made more efficient and effective, thereby creating community between all faculty and students.  

Goal/Objective(s)

To provide faculty members with professional development activities that will facilitate and train them to use technologically sophisticated tools designed to create streaming media that will convert classroom and/or other instruction into engaging, effective, and accurate web content for on demand delivery on a designated website; to disseminate a common set of information to students who are geographically dispersed yet part of a subset of students bound by a common statewide requirement for that information; and to update current web content designed for on demand and live delivery.

Final Projected Project Outcome(s)
Program outcomes will be increased academic and vocational attainment; improved graduation and placement rates; increased job retention; better understanding of discipline-specific work environment risks and the development of an online community and archive of content specific information with input from all faculty members throughout the college.
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
