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Project Overview

  
Purpose

The purpose of the project is to make the learning skills taught to developmental students in the College Life course and to students who can participate in a series of seminars available in multiple formats so that all credit students may have access to this information. These skills include: Managing Time Wisely, Developing Effective Study Skills, How to Read a Textbook and Take Notes, and How to Take a Test. Teaching these skills to Winter 2002 students in the College Life course helped increase their retention rate by 11% when compared to a group of developmental students from the previous winter who had not participated in the program. Therefore, making this informaton available and accessible to the student body as a whole should help improve their academic and vocational achievement and result in higher completion rates.

Need
These learning skills are now available only to College Life students and to those students who can attend a series of daytime seminars. Students who do not test developmental (095-097 in English and Reading and 095-096 in Math) are not eligible for Hope or Pell funding for this class and those who take classes online or in the evening or who face other learning obstacles do not have easy access to the information provided in the College Life and seminars. 

Goal/Objective(s)

The goal of the project is to make two of the four Student Success Seminars available in mulitiple formats (video, DVD, and PowerPoint), thereby making them easily accessible to all credit students, whether they are learning disabled, whether they take classes on campus, off campus, online, or whether they attend during the day or evening.

Final Projected Project Outcome(s)
It is hoped that the final project outcome will be a student body better equipped with the skills necessary for improving their academic and vocational achievement and completing their programs of study.
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
