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Project Overview

  
Purpose

Virtually no tutoring services have been available.  A significant number of students are nontraditional.  Many of these students have been out of school for a long period time, many students are single parents, and some students have varying degrees of disabilities.  Often these students enter as developmental or provisional students who need academic assistance in many areas including math, English, and computers.  This assistance needs to be available at a variety of different times to meet the needs of the students.  In addition, many of these students are first-generation college students and need help in areas such as, study skills, test taking skills, and classroom etiquette.

Need
The purpose of this project would be to provide an academic support center that would provide academic tutoring, study skills instruction, and test taking strategies.  Services would also be available to ensure that all students are able to understand what is necessary to successfully complete their program.  These services would be provided at no charge to the student.

Goal/Objective(s)

1) To increase the number of academically disadvantaged students successfully entering a program of study.

2) For students participating in the project to show an improvement in academic attainment.

3) To increase the number of academically disadvantaged students successfully completing a program of study.
Final Projected Project Outcome(s)
By providing academic support for academically disadvantaged students, economically disadvantaged students, and single parents, one would expect to see an increase of 10% in the number of these students successfully completing COURSES.
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
