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Project Purpose

To expand the support and services offered to our Hispanic students and to the Hispanic citizens in our service delivery area.  The college would like to position itself as a Hispanic friendly institution and will do so by altering strategies for recruitment, services offered to students, and retention efforts. The college will form a multicultural affairs office and will employ a coordinator. The coordinator will provide instruction in a pre-orientation program for students and will mentor them during their tenure at the college.

Need for Project

The Hispanic population in this region, the state of Georgia, and the entire nation is increasing at a tremendous rate. To date, the majority of the college’s support services are geared toward the traditional English-speaking student.  As a general rule, our services do not address the cultural and educational needs of Hispanic Americans.

Project Goal(s)/Objective(s)

To improve academic performance, satisfaction level, and the retention rate of our Hispanic students. The goals will be measured by survey and the college’s banner reporting system. 

Final Projected Project Outcome(s)

The outcomes from the multicultural office coordinator position will be improved academic performance, satisfaction level, and retention rate of Hispanic students. A course notebook and CD-rom for the pre-orientation program, as well as any identified educational and cultural barriers and how they were successfully overcome, will be available to replicate this project. 
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
