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Project Purpose

To develop a systematic process for career advisement for new technical college students.  The Right Choice program will focus on changing the way new students are routinely advised before registration and improving the way all students are informed of related career options.

Need for Project

While programs of study are clearly defined within school catalogs and other types of literature, there is a need for programs and activities to clarify options, expand career awareness, and assist with the decision-making process.  There is also a need to change the methodology from the almost exclusive use of printed documents to video and live advisement sessions with trained technical college career planners.

Project Goal(s)/Objective(s)

The goal of the Right Choice program is to make systemic improvements in the advisement procedures for technical colleges.

Final Projected Project Outcome(s)

Final project outcomes will include:

· The formation of a Right Choice implementation team consisting of representatives from the area Regional Educational Service Agency (RESA), area Department of Labor offices, and the technical college;

· A strong, written advisement plan for technical college applicants;

· Staff development materials created for postsecondary faculty on using interest and ability inventory tools (print, video, and online);

· Adopted plans, policies, and procedures to support improved career advisement;

· Templates for Program of Study guidebooks, developed by the Right Choice team;

· A completed Program of Study Right Choice notebook with information about each program of study; and

· A project manual to include all documents and products developed.  This manual will be shared with any interested DTAE school.
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
