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Project Purpose

The purpose of this project is to augment a current, non-DTAE scholarship grant which focuses on the enrollment of female students in non-traditional training venues by creating an innovative, Equipment and Supplies Center.  The TI²P grant, if approved, will provide non-traditional students with the equipment and supplies (on a sign-out and return basis) necessary to complete their respective programs of study.
Need for Project
Although the non-DTAE grant will provide seven scholarships for female students selecting non-traditional programs of study, it does not provide any stipends for tools and equipment—an obvious barrier to the economically disadvantaged scholarship recipients.  A tuition stipend of $750 is beneficial to a female student only if it is matched with critical equipment and supplies dollars—the TI²P grant will provide the missing financial link in the form of equipment and supplies necessary for the aforementioned scholarship recipients to complete their respective programs of study.  In essence, economically disadvantaged and underrepresented students will be in a better position to be successful at college.  
Project Goal(s)/Objective(s)

The goal for the project is the creation of a comprehensive Equipment and Supplies Center to be utilized by non-traditional, female students who are receiving concurrent assistance through the non-DTAE grant.  
Final Projected Project Outcome(s)

The TI²P administrator will ensure that the Equipment and Supplies Center remains functional from quarter-to-quarter.  Although the non-DTAE grant will provide seven scholarships for female students selecting non-traditional programs of study, it does not provide any stipends for tools and equipment—an obvious barrier to the economically disadvantaged scholarship recipients.  A tuition stipend of $750 is beneficial to a female student only if it is matched with critical equipment and supplies dollars—the TI²P grant will provide the missing financial link in the form of equipment and supplies necessary for the aforementioned scholarship recipients to complete their respective programs of study.  Once the non-DTAE scholarship funds are expended, the Equipment and Supplies Center will continue to be a viable alternative for some female students enrolled in non-traditional programs of study.  The project will be evaluated based on the ability to provide the seven scholarship recipients with the necessary equipment and supplies and the successful quarterly re-collection of the equipment and supplies contained in the Non-traditional Equipment and Supplies Center.
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
